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PRUATIE ZAKONA €. 25/2025 Z. z. STAVEBNY ZAKON

Narodna rada Slovenskej republiky sa uzniesla diia
05.02.2025 na zdkone €. 25/2025 Z. z. Stavebny
zakon a o zmene a doplneni niektorych zakonov,
ktory sa stal platnym dna 19.02.2025 a nadobudol
Gcéinnost od 01.04.2025.

Novy Stavebny zdkon prindasa mnoZstvo dolezitych
zmien sciefom zrychlit azjednodusit stavebné
konanie a zvysit zodpovednost jednotlivych oséb,
ktoré participuju na stavebnych pracach.

Jednou z hlavnych zmien Stavebného zdkona je
zluCenie Uzemného a stavebného konania do
jedného konania pod ndzvom , konanie
o stavebnom zdmere”, ¢o zjednodusi a skrati
schvalovaci proces stavieb.

Novinkou je ajelektronizacia a digitalizacia
procesov. Nova pravna Uprava zavadza povinnost
ukladat projektovi dokumentéciu elektronicky v
informaénom  systéme Uradu pre Gzemné
planovanie a vystavbu SR.

Zmenou presli aj definicie drobnych stavieb. Za
drobné stavby sa povazuju prizemné stavby
s maximalnou zastavanou plochou do 50m? a do
vysky 5 metrov. Jednd sa napriklad o pristresky,
altanky, kélne ¢i sauny.

Pre tieto stavby plati, Ze v pripade, ak splfiaju
zdkonne poZiadavky, (nachadzaju sa viac ako 2
metre od susedného pozemku, nenachadzaju sa
na verejnom priestranstve) nebude potrebné ich
ohlasovat.

ZvySuje sa tieZz zodpovednost ucastnikov
stavebnych procesov vratane zhotovitelov,
stavbyveducich, projektantov, geodetov a
statikov.

Zakon upravuje aj rieSenie nelegdlnych stavieb.
Zavadza dodatocény proces pre stavby postavené
bez povolenia pred jeho ucinnostou, pricom
cielom je, aby boli v stanovenej lehote bud
dodatocne legalizované, alebo odstranené.

Prijatym zakonom sa zruSuje Slovenska stavebna
inSpekcia. Jej posobnost prechddza na jednotlivé
regionalne stavebné uUrady.

ADOPTION OF AcT NO 25/2025 CoLL. BUILDING ACT

On 05.02.2025 the National Council of the Slovak
Republic passed Act No. 25/2025 Coll. the
Building Act and on amendments and
supplements to certain acts, which became valid
on 19.02.2025 and effective on 01.04.2025.

The new Building Act introduces a number of
important changes in order to speed up and
simplify the construction procedure and to
increase the responsibility of individuals
participating in construction works.

One of the main changes to the Building Act is the
merging of the zoning and construction
procedures into one procedure under the name
"building plan procedure", which will simplify and
shorten the building approval process.

The act introduces also the electronification and
digitization of proceedings. The new legislation
introduces the obligation to store project
documentation electronically in the information
system of the Office for Spatial Planning and
Construction of the Slovak Republic.

The definitions of small buildings have also been
changed. Small buildings shall be ground-floor
buildings with a maximum built-up area of up to
50m2 and a height of up to 5 m. These are, for
example, sheds, gazebos, sheds or saunas.

There will be no notification obligations related
to these constructions, if they meet the legal
requirements (located more than 2 m from the
neighboring property, not located in a public
space).

The responsibility of participants involved in the
construction process, including contractors,
construction managers, designers, geodesist and
structural engineers will be increased as well.

The law also regulates the solution of illegal
constructions. Itintroduces an additional process
for structures built without a permit before the
law comes into force, with the aim that they
should either be legalized or removed within a
set period of time.

The adopted law abolishes the Slovak Building
Inspection  Authority. Its competence is
transferred to individual regional building
authorities.

Systém
poskytuje  jednotny  digitdlny  priestor a
zabezpeCuje  komunikdciu medzi  vSetkymi
Ucastnikmi vystavby.

UZivatelia mézu nahravat aspravovat stavebnu
dokumentaciu, podéavat elektronické Ziadosti,
sledovat ich stav, ziskavat zavdzné stanoviska
a vyjadrenia od dotknutych organov a overovat
udaje o stavbach.

Cielom nového portalu je zjednodusenie pristupu
k informaciam, urychlenie a  transparentnost
stavebnych procesov.

LAUNCH OF THE CONSTRUCTION PORTAL FROM
01.04.2025

In connection with the new Building Act, the
Office for Territorial Planning and Construction
of the Slovak Republic has launched the
Construction Portal from 01.04.2025.

The construction portal is part of the information
system of the Office for Territorial Planning and
Construction of the Slovak Republic, and it serves
for electronic submission of applications and
management of construction documentation.

This portal is intended for builders, designers,
construction managers, building authorities,
concerned authorities and legal entities. The
system provides a single digital space and
ensures communication between all
construction participants.

Users can upload and manage construction
documentation, submit electronic applications,
track their status, obtain binding opinions and
statements from affected authorities, and verify
construction data.

The new portal aims to simplify access to
information, transparency and speed up of
construction processes.

THE RESOLUTION OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF THE
SLOVAK REPUBLIC FROM 12.03.2025, WHICH DECIDED
TO SUSPEND EFFECTIVENESS OF THE CLAUSES OF ACT NO.
211/2000 COLL. ON FREE ACCESS TO INFORMATION, AS
AMENDED BY ACT NO. 401/2024 CoLL.

The Constitutional Court of the Slovak Republic
by resolution (No. PL. US 6/2025-18) of
12.03.2025 decided on the motion of 33
members of the National Council of the Slovak
Republic and the Public Defender of Rights to
initiate proceedings pursuant to Article 125(1)(a)
of the Constitution of the Slovak Republic on the
compliance of Act No. 401/2024 Coll. with the
Constitution and the Convention for the
Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental
Freedoms.

The adopted act allows obliged persons to ask for
reimbursement of costs also for extremely
extensive searches for information, which should
lead to the efficient management of the

Podla Ustavného stdu by mohla takdto zmena
vazne  narusit  pravnu  istotu  a pristup
k informaciam.

Ustavny sud dospel k zéveru, Ze hrozba
nepriaznivych dopadov zakona je redlna, priama a
konkrétna, preto rozhodol o pozastaveni ucinnosti
§ 14 ods. 6 a 7 a § 21 ods. 1 druhej vety zdkona o
slobode informdcii v jeho novelizovanom zneni
ucinnom od 01.03.2025.

Obnovené sluzby umoZnia aj kontrolu atlac
Ciastoéného vypisu zlistu vlastnictva a ziskanie
képie katastradlnej mapy.

Zaroven su od 03.04.2025 spristupnené aj vybrané
sluzby ZBGIS, umozniujuce odbornikom a laickej
verejnosti pracovat s kartografickymi vrstvami
a geodetickymi datami.

information provision process and to reduce the
administrative burden.

According to representatives, the introduction of
the option to request reimbursement of costs
reasonably incurred in disclosing information
may violate the principle of non-discrimination,
while infringing the principles of proportionality
and legal certainty.

The Constitutional Court agreed with concerns
that the new legislation, which introduces a
vague notion of "extraordinarily broad searches
for information", may have a negative impact on
access to information. This new instrument
allows obliged persons to request
reimbursement of costs, the amount of which is
not clearly defined. This may lead to applicants
either being forced to pay or having their request
for information delayed, without being entitled
to a refund if unsuccessful.

According to the Constitutional Court, such a
change could seriously undermine legal certainty
and access to information.

The Constitutional Court concluded that the
threat of adverse effects of the Act is real, direct
and concrete, therefore it decided to suspend
the effectiveness of Section 14(6) and (7) and
Section 21(1) of the second sentence of the
Freedom of Information Act in its amended
wording effective as of 01.03.2025.

CURRENT SITUATION OF THE CADASTRE OF IMMOVABLE
PROPERTY

On Tuesday, 01.04.2025, Geodesy, Cartography
and Cadastre Authority of the Slovak Republic
launched selected functions of the ESKN portal
into stable operation, including the display of the
cadastral map.

The renewed services will also make it possible
to check and print a partial extract from the title
deed and obtain a copy of the cadastral map.

At the same time, from 03.04.2025, selected
services of ZBGIS are made available, enabling
experts and the general public to work with
cartographic layers and geodetic data.

Geodesy, Cartography and Cadastre Authority of
the Slovak Republic also draws attention to a
false letter that has started to circulate these
days. On behalf of the office, it announces

Hoci toto ochorenie
nepredstavuje priamo zdravotné riziko pre lfudi,
ma zavazné ekonomické dosledky.

Mimoriadnou situdciou sa podla slovenského
pravneho poriadku rozumie obdobie ohrozenia
alebo obdobie pbésobenia nasledkov mimoriadnej
udalosti na Zivot, zdravie alebo majetok.

Po¢as mimoriadnej situdcie sa vykondavaju
opatrenia na zachranu Zivota, zdravia alebo
majetku, na zniZovanie rizik ohrozenia alebo
¢innosti nevyhnutné na zamedzenie Sirenia a
posobenia nasledkov mimoriadnej udalosti.

On its website, the Authority announced that it
was taking legal action on the matter and urged
the public not to react to such a notification. The
public can check the valid data on the CICA
portal, which contains up-to-date and verified
land registry data.

FOOT-AND-MOUTH DISEASE EMERGENCY SITUATION

On 25.03.2025, the Government of the Slovak
Republic decided to declare an emergency
situation for the entire territory of the Slovak
Republic in connection with the occurrence of
highly contagious foot-and-mouth disease virus.

It is a highly contagious viral disease affecting
livestock, mainly cattle, pigs, sheep and goats.
Although the disease does not pose a direct
health risk to humans, it has serious economic
consequences.

According to the Slovak law, an emergency
situation is a period of threat or a period of
exposure to the effects of an emergency situation
on life, health or property.

During an emergency situation, measures are
taken to save life, health or property, to reduce
the risks of danger or activities necessary to
prevent the spread and effects of the emergency
situation.

We recommend to follow the information
published by the Ministry of Agriculture and
Rural Development of the Slovak Republic and
the State Veterinary and Food Administration
and to respect all regulations of the relevant
authorities. The Ministry of the Interior also
regularly publishes up-to-date information in this
area on its website.
