Novy Rozsudok Stdneho dvora EU vo veci C-
21/23 zasadne rozsiruje nasledky porusenia
GDPR, kedZe nezdkonné spraclvanie udajov
mbze byt povaZované aj za nekald sutaz.

Spor sa tykal dvoch fyzickych os6b, z ktorych
kazda prevadzkuje svoju lekdren.

Nemeckd lekdren predavala lieky, ktoré nie su
viazané na lekdrsky predpis, prostrednictvom
platformy Amazon Marketplace. Pri
objednavkach zdkaznici poskytovali osobné
Udaje, vratane Udajov tykajucich sa zdravia, bez
vyslovného suhlasu.

Konkurenéna lekdren podala Zalobu na zaklade
nemeckého zédkona proti nekalej sutazi, tvrdiac,
Ze takéto spraculivanie Udajov predstavuje nekalu
obchodnu praktiku.

Sud rozhodol, Ze GDPR nebrani ¢lenskym Statom
umoznit konkurentom poddvat Zaloby na
zdklade ndrodnych pravnych predpisov proti
nekalym obchodnym praktikdm, ak porusenie
GDPR ovplyviiuje spravodlivd hospoddrsku
sutaz.

Spolo¢nosti, ktoré porusuju pravidld ochrany
osobnych udajov, teraz neriskuju len pokuty od
reguldtorov, ale aj Zaloby zo strany svojich
konkurentov.

Ak spoloénost neopravnene spraciiva osobné
Udaje a tym si zabezpedi neférovd vyhodu na
trhu, konkurenti, ktori GDPR dodrziavaju, mézu
Zziadat nahradu skody.

Rozhodnutie zdo6raziiuje, Ze dodrziavanie GDPR
uz nie je len pravna a regula¢na povinnost, ale aj
kld¢ovy faktor pre udrzanie férovej hospodarskej
sutaze.

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JUDGMENT OF THE COURT OF JUSTICE OF THE EUROPEAN
UNioN C-21/23

The new judgment of the Court of Justice of the
European Union in Case C-21/23 significantly
extends the consequences of a breach of the
GDPR, as unlawful data processing may also be
considered unfair competition.

The dispute concerned two individuals, each of
whom operates their own pharmacy.

A German pharmacy sold non-prescription drugs
via the Amazon Marketplace platform. When
placing orders, customers provided personal
data, including health-related data, without
explicit consent.

A competing pharmacy filed a lawsuit under
German law against unfair competition, claiming
that such data processing constitutes an unfair
commercial practice.

The Court ruled that the GDPR does not prevent
Member States from allowing competitors to
bring actions under national law against unfair
commercial practices where the infringement of
the GDPR affects fair competition.

Companies that violate personal data protection
rules now risk not only fines from regulators, but
also lawsuits from their competitors.

If a company unlawfully processes personal data
and thereby gains an unfair advantage in the
market, competitors who comply with the GDPR
may claim damages.

The judgment emphasizes that compliance with
the GDPR is no longer just a legal and regulatory
obligation, but also a key factor in maintaining
fair competition.

Companies should therefore view personal data
protection as a strategic advantage that can
strengthen their market position.

At the same time, it is important to review
internal data processing procedures to minimize

Rozsudok Sudneho dvora EU sa tyka vykladu
pojmu ,podnik“ v kontexte ukladania pokut
podla GDPR.

Tento pripad bol iniciovany danskym sidom v
sUvislosti s trestnym konanim proti spolo¢nosti
ILVA A/S, ktord udajne porusila povinnosti
vyplyvajuce z GDPR pri spracivani osobnych
udajov priblizne 350 000 byvalych zékaznikov.

Sudny dvor potvrdil, Ze pojem ,,podnik” v ¢lanku
83 ods. 4 az 6 GDPR sa ma vykladat v sulade s
pravom hospodarskej sutaze EU, konkrétne
podla ¢lankov 101 a 102 ZFEU.

V pripade, Zze dcérska spoloc¢nost porusi GDPR,
mbze byt za toto porusenie zodpovedna aj jej
materskd  spolo¢nost, ak tvoria jeden
hospoddrsky subjekt.

Pri urcovani vysky pokuty za porusenie GDPR je
mozné zohladnit celkovy roény obrat celej
skupiny podnikov, a nie len obrat samotnej
spolocnosti, ktord sa dopustila porusenia.

Toto rozhodnutie tak zdbraziiuje potrebu
komplexného pristupu k ochrane osobnych
udajov v rdmci celych podnikovych skupin.
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the risk of litigation not only from authorities but
also from competitors.

The Judgment of the Court of Justice of the
European Union represents a fundamental shift
in understanding the consequences of non-
compliance with the GDPR and increases the
importance of transparent and lawful processing
of personal data.

JUDGMENT OF THE COURT OF JUSTICE OF THE EUROPEAN
UnioN C-383/23

The judgment of the Court of Justice of the
European Union concerns the interpretation of
the term "company" in the context of imposing
fines under the GDPR.

This case was initiated by a Danish court in
connection with criminal proceedings against
ILVA A/S, which allegedly violated its obligations
under the GDPR when processing the personal
data of approximately 350,000 former
customers.

The Court confirmed that the term "company" in
Article 83(4) to (6) of the GDPR must be
interpreted in accordance with EU competition
law, specifically Articles 101 and 102 TFEU.

If a subsidiary violates the GDPR, its parent
company may also be held liable for this violation
if they form a single economic entity.

When determining the amount of a fine for a
GDPR violation, it is possible to take into account
the total annual turnover of the entire group of
companies, not just the turnover of the company
that committed the violation.

This judgment thus emphasizes the need for a
comprehensive approach to personal data
protection within entire corporate groups.

Ministerstvo vnutra SR spustilo dve mobilné
aplikdcie — eIDENTITA a eDOKLADY - ktoré
umoziuju digitdlne preukazovanie totoZnosti a
komunikaciu so Statom bez potreby fyzickych
dokladov.

Aplikdcie st dostupné v App Store aj Google Play.

K inStaldcii je potrebné mat BOK — 6 miestny
Ciselny kod, ktory dostal kazidy obcéan k
obcianskemu preukazu, ¢itacku obcianskych
preukazov, pocita¢ s pripojenim na internet a
smartphone s operatnym systémom iOS alebo
Android.

Postup instaldcie je nasledovny:
- Vlozte obdiansky preukaz do citacky
pripojenej k pocitacu.

- Zadajte BOK na pocitaci.

- Kliknite na ,,Pridat elD“.

- Systém vygeneruje QR kéd.

- Nainstalujte aplikaciu eIDENTITA do mobilu.
- Naskenujte QR kéd pomocou tejto aplikacie.
- Nainstalujte aplikaciu eDOKLADY do mobilu.

Po dokonéeni instaldcie bude mat kaidy k
dispozicii digitalnu verziu obc¢ianskeho a
vodi¢ského preukazu.

Sluzba je dostupnd pre vsetkych, ktori maju
vydany Slovensky obciansky a vodi¢sky preukaz.

Doklady v digitalnej verzii sa aktualne daju vyuzit
len pri kontrole policiou, v nasledujucich
mesiacoch by v$ak tato moznost mala fungovat
aj na postdch &i pri cestovani vlakom.
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DOCUMENTS ON MOBILE PHONE

Since April 2025, a new option has been available
in Slovakia to have your ID card and driver's
license directly on your mobile phone.

The Slovak Ministry of the Interior has launched
two mobile apps — eIDENTITA and eDOKLADY —
that enable digital identity verification and
communication with the state without the need
for physical documents.

The apps are available on the App Store and
Google Play.

To install the app, you need a BOK — a 6-digit
code that every citizen receives with their ID
card, an ID card reader, a computer with an
internet connection and a smartphone with iOS
or Android operating system.

The installation process is as follows:

- Insert your ID card into the reader
connected to the computer.

- Enter the BOK on your computer.

- Click on "Add eID".

- The system will generate a QR code.

- Install the eIDENTITA app on your mobile
phone.

- Scan the QR code using this app.

- Install the eDOKLADY app on your mobile
phone.

Once the installation is complete, everyone will
have access to a digital version of their ID card
and driver's license.

The service is available to anyone who has a
Slovak ID card and driver's license.

Digital documents can currently only be used
during police checks, but in the coming months
this option should also be available at post
offices and when traveling by train.
